Cllr Reynolds reported that the meeting had been very useful and that Thames Water were going to carry out an investigation to identify the causes of the sewage issues and identify solutions. The findings of the investigation will be communicated in a report. Following the meeting Thames Water sent operatives out to clear the sewers and informed residents that they had removed 250kg of fat, wet wipes and sanitary products. The council resolved to ask the Clerk to inform the village about the issues and what they could do to help alleviate the problems.
