Clerk’s Report May 2025



· The Internal Auditor has been in contact with me to ask for additional information to complete her audit. I have enquired when we can expect to receive her report and I was informed that we should have it in time to discuss it at the meeting on 8th May.

· I have completed the financial sections of the AGAR forms in readiness to send to the External Auditor. Council cannot review and complete its section of the form until it  has reviewed the IA report.

· I have received three quotes from drystone wallers to repair the chapel wall. They have all now sent me their insurance details. I have not heard from Royal Mail about the post box in the wall and this is delaying further progress on getting the wall repaired. This item is on the May agenda for discussion,

· Councillor Dooley and I have been back to the cemetery and put more vinegar into the mole tunnels to deter them further.

· I have placed a notice in the CHEQS magazine regarding the sewage issues in the village. I have also sent this notice out via PARVO and on the local Facebook group. 

· I have advertised the Annual Parish Meeting, to be held on 15th May, via CHEQS, PARVO and the Facebook group.

· Jonathan Love has left ECT and has been replaced by Frances Beeton. Frances is keen to get the playground lease resolved as soon as possible and is coming in to see Jan Sallis and I on 9th May at 10am to discuss the lease. She would also like to meet any other councillors who are able to join us on 9th May.

· Anthea Palmer and Jan Blake from Gloucestershire Wildlife Trust are meeting Cllrs Sallis and Dooley to discuss the progress so far with the Habbimapping exercise that is being carried out in the village. I have put an item on the May agenda for council to receive an update on this.

· Following the agreement from Council I have now joined SLCC, the membership fee for this is on the May meeting agenda for approval. GAPTC are running a CILCA training course starting on 15th May. I have put payment for this on the agenda for council to approve.
