8. Clerk’s Report:
The report had been previously circulated and was accepted. 

9. Finance:
9.1 The November 2024 accounts report was reviewed and approved.
9.2 The following authorised payments since the 1st December 2024 were noted: Wages (£552.00) and (£444.00), 
9.3 The Council reviewed the list of Direct Debts in place and noted there had been no changes to them.
9.4 No invoices had been received that required authorisation from council to be paid. 
9.5 The bank reconciliation at 30th December 2024 was discussed and agreed
9.6 The budget for the 2024-2025 year vs actual spending to 31st December 2024 and the forecast of the year end position was reviewed and agreed by the council. 

10. To review the precept budget and resolve the precept request for 2025-2026
The council reviewed the precept budget and the forecast of reserves for the year end 31st March 2024. Following a discussion the council unanimously agreed the precept request for 2025-2026 as ££23627. The 2025-2026 precept equates to an increase of 4.11% or £3.22 per annum on a band D property. The Clerk was asked to complete the paperwork to request the 2025-2026 precept and send it to CDC.

11. To discuss office equipment and resolve further actions
The council agreed to the purchase of two office chairs and approved a maximum budget of £800 for this.

The survey was now live on line and 20 responses had been received so far. The survey will be made available in paper form for residents who request it. The clerk was asked to print off copies of the survey and make them available for residents to pick up from the village hall coffee morning on 11th January.

13.To discuss the moles in the cemetery and agree further actions.
The Clerk had previously obtained two quotes for mole removal but was asked to source additional quotes. At the meeting a third quote was provided to the council. The councillors resolved to try to deter the moles for the next few weeks and if that was not effective to use the services of the pest controller.
Note: Following the meeting, the Clerk was informed by the maintenance contractor that he planed to carry out his first cut of the season on Friday 21st March.
