MINUTES OF THE QUENINGTON PARISH COUNCIL MEETING HELD 
AT 7.30 PM ON 14th November 2024 AT QUENINGTON VILLAGE HALL

1. Apologies for absence: 
Apologies were received and accepted from: Cllr Simon Bowcock, Cllr Michael Sayer, Cllr Jude Reynolds,

2. Open discussion: 
MOPs raised concerns about the removal of the speed cameras and incidents of speeding on Springfield Road. The Clerk will send additional information to one of the MOPs.
At the conclusion of this item the MOPs left the meeting.

3. Declaration of Interest on items on the agenda:
Cllr Dooley declared a pecuniary interest in Item 9.6.

5. To receive a report from County Councillor Dom Morris:
County Cllr Morris did not attend the meeting.

6.To receive report from District Councillor David Fowles:
District Councillor Fowles had been asked by the Clerk to check whether CDC was holding any CIL money belonging to Quenington. DCllr Fowles said he was still following this matter up. DCllr Fowles informed the meeting that there would be a flooding and pollution meeting held on 6th December which he was planning to attend.

7. Planning:
7.1 To consider planning application 4/03276/FUL
The council resolved not to support the application as it felt natural stone tiles should be used on the roof. The Clerk was asked to upload the response to CDC’s planning portal
ACTION: Clerk
7.2 To receive November 2024 Planning Report
The November planning report was reviewed and accepted.

[bookmark: _Hlk140574898]The minutes were agreed as a true and accurate record of the meeting and were signed off by the Chair.
										
8. Clerk’s Report:
The report had been previously circulated and was accepted. The Clerk raised the request from Gloucestershire Rural Community Council for Sarah Walker to attend the January meeting to present the findings of the housing needs survey and discuss possible next steps. The Council agreed to the request and asked the Clerk to make the necessary arrangements. 
Action: Clerk


9. Finance:
9.1 The September 2024 accounts report and the internal controls report were reviewed and approved.
9.2 The following authorised payments since the 1st October 2024 were noted: HMRC (£285.60), Wages (£201.60), Marston Hill (£984.53), GAPTC (£90.00)
9.3 The Council reviewed the list of Direct Debts in place and noted there had been no changes to them.
9.4 The Clerk requested authorisation to pay invoices from Marston Hill (£984.53) and church mowing (£600.00). The councillors approved these payments and the clerk was instructed to make the payments.
9.5 The bank reconciliation at 6th November 2024 was discussed and agreed
9.6 Cllr Dooley declared a pecuniary interest and left the room for this item. Following a satisfactory annual appraisal Cllr Sallis proposed an increase in the clerk’s pay. This increase was unanimously approved by the council. 
9.7 The budget for the 2024-2025 year vs actual spending to 31st October 2024 and the forecast of the year end position was discussed and agreed by the council. 
9.8 The draft 2025/2026 precept budget was discussed and amendments were suggested by the councillors. The Clerk will do further work on the budget with the Financial Officer in preparation for the January meeting and the setting of the precept.
Action: Clerk & FO

10. To discuss the playground report and resolve further actions.
The council reviewed the report and noted that the playground fund in the reserves would not be sufficient for the playground refurbishment and resolved to use CDC’s Crowd Funding initiative to raise the additional funds.  Cllr Sallis was asked to proceed with the crowd funding application.
ACTION: Cllr Sallis & Clerk

11. To discuss the report on the cemetery and resolve any changes to the current fees
The report was discussed and the council resolved to increase the fees by 10% from 1st January 2025. The new fees would be rounded up or down to the nearest £10 or £5. It was resolved to stop the practice of plot reservations. It was resolved to introduce a charge to issue an EROB of £200 for a new burial plot and £100 for a new ashes plot. The council also agreed that no fees for an interment of a stillborn baby or a child under 18 years of age should be charged. The Clerk was asked to amend the cemetery fees to reflect these changes and post them on the website.

12. To discuss training requirements and resolve further actions
The Council resolved to fund new councillor training for Cllrs Reynolds and Ryan and chairing meetings training for Cllr Sallis. These courses will be sourced from GAPTC. It was also resolved to pay for two councillors to complete the ROSPA operational inspection course. The Clerk was asked to liaise with the councillors involved on dates and book the training.
ACTION: Clerk




13.To discuss the condition of the bus stop by the green and resolve further actions.
Graffiti had appearing on the bus stop and residents had reported being offended by its content. The council resolved to accept a quote to repaint the shelter for a fee of £500. The Clerk was asked to confirm the council’s decision to accept the quote for the work and request the work was completed as soon as possible.
ACTION: Clerk
Note: Following the meeting, the Clerk was informed that the contractor was not able to complete this task.

14.To discuss the village plan and resolve next steps
The current village plan expires in 2025 so it is due to be redone. Cllrs Ryan, Dooley and Sallis agreed to lead on the village plan. The group will produce a plan of what needs to be done with time lines and will report back regularly to Council on progress. 
ACTION: Cllrs Ryan, Dooley and Sallis

15. To resolve whether to add an additional item to the budget for professional fees
The council noted that there was currently no provision within the budget to build up a reserve fund to pay for professional advice should the council need it. They resolved to add a professional fees item into the budget at a suggested a figure of £1500. 
ACTION: Clerk

16. To discuss and agree the frequency of parish council meetings.
The Clerk suggested that meeting every other month was leading to very long agendas and meant delays in dealing with some aspects of council business. The council resolved to trial a move to monthly meetings for 2025 and if this proved beneficial making the change a permanent one. The new dates for 2025 are:
