2. Open discussion: 

· A discussion took place about the actions the Council was required to take following the death of Her Majesty Queen Elizabeth II. In line with guidance received the Parish Council website will be updated with a picture of Her Majesty Queen Elizabeth II, the year of her birth and her death.  It was agreed to discuss with the Village Hall Committee the opening of a Book of Condolences for the parishioners of Quenington to sign and somewhere for them to lay flowers in the Village Hall.  
Note: Following the meeting we were informed that the Church had arranged both a book of condolences and a place to lay flowers, so this was not taken further.
· The council noted that the fair on the green was due to take place over the weekend immediately before the funeral of the Queen. A discussion took place about whether it should go ahead given that it would be during a period of national mourning whilst also appreciating how much the fair was enjoyed by in particular local children. On balance it was decided to discuss this with Scarrots, but that as a mark of respect the fair should not go ahead this year.
